Craftspeople who come across such substrates during the renovation 

of existing buildings do not necessarily have to remove the entire screed or old 

substrate to create a load-bearing substrate ready for laying.  
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Depending on the type of substrate, the appropriate PCI system solutions 

enable the installation of a new tile covering and natural stone covering with a 

force-fit bonded leveling compound, after appropriate substrate preparation 

(priming with PCI Gisogrund 404) consisting of a glass fiber reinforcement (PCI 

Armiermatte GFM) and fiber-reinforced floor leveling compound (PCI Periplan 

Extra).
